National Retirement Solutions Update: Becki Kearns updated the board on the corrections
that need to be made to the accounts of anyone that has been on the board since 1991. She has
recently found out that we should be contributing 7.5%, not 6.2% to make it an eligible
replacement for socia security. Gene Mucciolo made a motion to pay $2083.17 to the
Nationwide Retirement Solutions and the compliance fee to the IRSif it is not waived. Motion
was seconded by Jan Banicki, motion passed.

Job Duties: Gene Mucciolo talked about getting the town more computerized and what we can
offer to our residents via our new website. We will work to get the job duties of each personin
writing.

Brushing at Railroad Crossings. Gene Mucciolo was contacted by the Railroad about
crossings that need to be brushed in our township (there are three crossings).
